2014/2015 MILESTONES

The Queen’s Health Policy Change Conference Series
concluded in May with the Managing a Canadian Healthcare
Strategy conference. Led by the Monieson Centre, this
three-part annual series was a joint venture between

the business school, the Faculty of Health Sciences and
School of Policy Studies. Each conference attracted senior
industry, government and academic leaders from around
the world to discuss Canadian healthcare strategies. The
series generated 16 white papers, 25 sponsors, three
workshops and a book (Toward a Healthcare Strategy for
Canadians, Carson, A.S., Dixon, ]. and Nossal, K.R. (eds.).

He subsequently gave an
additional $75K and directed the total amount of $150K to the Commerce Society’s Queen’s

around the world,” says Somen. ‘I feel privileged to be able to provide the kind of seed
funding that can really kick-start a new venture. I'm looking forward to having played a part in

discovering The Next Big Thing!”

“Somen has been one of QEC’s strongest supporters,” says QEC Co-Chair Shayne Gelbard,
Comm’16, “He’s been a long-time judge and panellist, unstintingly donating his time and
sharing his expertise. We're extremely grateful for his generosity that will help us take QEC to

the next level.”
